Indoor Cricket Tournament Rules and Regulations

General Administration By-Laws

1a/
Each team will consist of a maximum of 8 players and a minimum of 6 players on the field of play.

b/
Teams can register up to a maximum of 10 players, however must follow the above rule of players to start a match.

c/
Teams must register 30 minutes before there allocated match times, (See fixtures list) 

d/
 Each team when registering will be asked to submit a captain and vice captain, who will be as a contact point for each team during the day.

Match By-Laws

2a/ 
Teams who do not turn up at there allocate times will have the match cancelled, and points will be awarded to the opposition team.
b/
Each game will consist of 7 overs, with 6 legitimate deliveries per over.

c/
A ball agreed by the Bolton arena as the host will be used, this may consist of a softball or a tennis ball.

d/
A coin toss will take place 15 minutes before the start of the game.

e/
Minimum of 6 players from the starting 8 should be present from each side before the toss. If only 1 side has six or more players, then they shall be deemed to have won the toss
f/
Prior to the toss the captains will ensure registration of all players is completed and handed in to the organisers, which must show full names and surnames of each player.

g/
Any overs remaining have the first innings after the batting side has been bowled out should not be given to the second innings.

h/
only 2 overs per bowler per will match will be allowed.

i/
The outcome of the match in the tournament can be of 3 possibilities;

j/
Due to the venue, a direct hit to any of the surrounding walls will be awarded 4 runs, you do not physically run, as you will be awarded the runs.

k/
An indirect hit will be awarded 2 Runs, you do not physically run, as you will be awarded the runs.

l/
Teams can score the match, but the final score will be of the Umpires  allocated by the organisers, and not of the team.

Discipline

3/ 
It shall be a disciplinary offence-

a/ 
for any player or non player or club official in the course of or in competition with a match to misconduct himself or act at any time in manner calculated to prejudice the good name or interest of the competition.

b/
for any club to fail properly to control is players or non players 0r club officials act in a manner calculated to prejudice the name or the interest of the competition.

c/
When umpires consider the conduct of a player unsatisfactory they will make sure his captain is fully aware of the circumstances. Who shall inform the organisers at the end of the game, which could lead to the player being warned, or disciplined if it is ongoing.

d/
all complaints from clubs and umpires should be made to the organisers, at the end of each game, failure to do so will make the complaint invalid

e/
The disciplinary committee will be decided at the discretion of the organisers

f/
Should more than one offence be committed in one game, more than one fine/punishment can be levied if deemed necessary.

g/
if at hearing the discipline committee finds the offence alleged proved it shall have the power to impose one or more of the following punishments;-

IF THE ABOVE CODE AND CONDUCT IS NOT ADHERED TO, THE FULL TEAM WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE THE COMPETITION.
h/
Any Matters not covered shall be left to the discretion of the Tournament Committee.
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
